2 To improve exhibition standards at a national level through individual work that shows 
high innovative skills or interpretation.

3 To familiarise the embroiderer with international trends in the arts or to provide an 
opportunity for personal research within New Zealand or overseas.

4 It is not necessarily expected that the recipient formally teach from their experiences, but 
the Association requires within two years of receiving the Grant to submit two of the 
following three:

  a. An article written for ‘Threads’ about the experience.

  b. A small visual presentation eg Powerpoint or DVD of subsequent work to be
      available to travel to Guilds within New Zealand (to be held in Resources).

  c. A small display of work at the following Association of Embroiderers'
            Biennial General Meeting.

5 Applicants must be a current member of a Guild.

6 Applicants can only receive this grant once in their lifetime.

7 Applicants must be looking to study after the Grant is received, not retrospectively

8 Applicants will be determined on an individual basis.
